The steps necessary to create barcodes using JavaBeansis similar to the steps using XML:

1. Create abarcode bean

2. Set the desired values to configure the barcode generator
3. Create a CanvasProvider (depending on the output format)

3 Creating a barcode bean

Asthefirst step you have to instantiate a barcode bean.

Code39Bean bean = new Code39Bean();
