Local Restaurant Week Setup Process

Registration
Local Restaurant Week registration is now done online at https://appslibrary.com/localrestaurantweek/
Under /z_appsmaster/localrestaurantweek/application.cfc, there are several configuration options available for customization:
· request.dateRange = "OCTOBER 17-23"; - For displaying date on the website
· request.dateRangeMobile = "OCT 17-23"; - For display date on the mobile website
· request.debug – control sandbox mode payments when true (always true on dev)
· request.LRW_Session – The current custom attribute for the LRW session
request.LRW_SessionGrp – The group that Christa sends out her e-mail blasts to for registered restaurants
· request.limitReached – controlled by record count setting to control how many restaurants can register. If true, registration will close out.

Local Restaurant Week Website
· DNS records for www.localrestaurantweek.com point towards GoDaddy (currently 50.62.236.1) DO NOT CHANGE. LRW Lives out on GoDaddy!
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Edit C:/your/path/to/LRW/start.bat and map programs correctly. You will need to install httrack and ncftp (command line ftp program for windows)
· Create a Windows Schedule Task for C:/your/path/to/LRW/start.bat
a. Set at 2 hour intervals, and increase the interval frequency as more restaurants register (i.e. 6 hours, 12 hours, and finally once a day).
b. You can manually run this script outside of the windows scheduler if needed
· Run (manually) http://dev.fsenablers.com/fse/localrestaurantweek/map/generateKml.cfm which will upload a fresh .kml (Google Maps) file to Local Restaurant Week for the “Map” view on the Restaurant List page.
Under /dev/fse/localrestaurantweek/application.cfc, the following configuration options are necessary:
· request.dateRange = "OCTOBER 17-23"; - For displaying date on the website
· request.dateRangeMobile = "OCT 17-23"; - For display date on the mobile website
· request.LRW_Session – The current custom attribute for the LRW session
request.LRW_SessionGrp – The group that Christa sends out her e-mail blasts to for registered restaurants
· request.attrId – backward compatibility for request.LRW_Session
· request.menuApprovedId – custom attribute tied to the “Menu Approved” attribute (currently 482)
· request.display_localid – what territory Id to use (default: 1044, WNY)
Local Restaurant Week Setup
· Create a new custom attribute in the FSL Operator Directory. Update request.attrId, and request.LRW_Session to the new LRW Session Attribute that was created.
· Delete all MenuApproved Flags with the following query:
delete from tbl_OPR_CustAttrbLnks WHERE categoryId = 58 and attributeId = 482

Off Season
During the off season, rename “index.cfm” to “index.cfm.bak” and rename “landing.cfm” to “index.cfm”. Run the scheduled task (C:/your/path/to/LRW/start.bat) and the static landing page will replace the Local Restaurant Week website until the next session.

Manual Payments
In the case that a manual payment needs to be processed, view and edit the following file:

Enter in the variables at the top of the file (first name, last name, card type, cc number, expiration, CCV, and zip code). Keep TestMode=”true” and test to make sure the cc is valid. If successful, change TestMode to false and run again to process. MAKE SURE TO UNSET VARIABLES AND CHANGE TEST MODE BACK TO TRUE WHEN DONE!
