·  Settings on FSEADM01

1. Using WebLog Expert, www.weblogexpert.com  

2. Install Weblog Expert full version at
C:\Program Files\WebLog Expert

3. Register Weblog Expert
serial number: 

4. C:\Program Files\WebLog Expert is shared as “weblog”

5. C:\Program Files\WebLog Expert/Profiles is shared as “Profiles” and security is set so that Everyone has full read and write access to allow FSEWEB01 to write profiles from ColdFusion.

6. Profile (.pfl) files are named using the convention BRO-123.pfl where BRO is the FSL Table Code, and 123 is the websiteID from the FSEnablers database.

7. Create batch file “runall.bat” inside the WebLog Expert folder which runs the command: wlexpert.exe *
To instruct weblog expert to generate reports for all profiles.

8. Copy modified Report.tpl file into the “Templates” folder.  This file is used as the template for the report output, and was customized so that the reports look as they should inside the FSL M75 module.

9. Create new scheduled task using Windows Task Scheduler to run C:\PROGRA~1\WEBLOG~1\runall.bat daily at 2:00 AM. The task must run as a user who has administrative privileges over the FSE_MASTER domain, and can access the shared folders on both FSEADM01 and FSEWEB01.

·  Settings on FSEWEB01

1. Create directory “webreports” under WWWRoot.

2. Directory webreports is shared as “\\FSEWEB01\Webreports” 

3. Directory webreports is set so that Everyone has full control to read and write reports. This allows Weblog Expert to write the reports from FSEADM01.

4. ColdFusion script listAvailableReports.cfm exists in the \\FSEWEB01\Webreports\ directory, it uses directory listings to return the available report options to M75 so they can be listed for the user in the FS Library.

5. Placed robots.txt file in the webreports directory to disallow all robots.

6. Directory naming convention is the same as the convention for profile files on the admin server.

·  M75 – Website Traffic

1. First, the FSEnablers database is queried to check the number of registered websites the user has listed in the FSEnablers database

2. If there are no sites, a message is displayed. If there is one site, that site is automatically selected.  If there are multiple sites, a drop-down list is printed in the search center area to allow navigation between multiple sites.

3. Once a site is selected, a cfhttp call to listAvailableReports.cfm allows a dropdown list to be created of all available reports for that site.  If there is only one, that report is selected.  If none are available, an error message is displayed explaining that there are no reports to view.  

4. Once a report is selected, it is displayed in the library using cfhttp.

·  M76 – FSE Customer Admin

1.  This module allows FSE to maintain a list of customers, and keep track of information to be associated with those customers using the FSEnablers database.  

2. First a customer is added using the “add new record” form, which will require you to select a known company from the FSL database.

3. Once registered the customers can be filtered by keyword or account type.

4. Each customer can have 0 or more websites associated with it.

5. Switching to the “Manage sites” section, a site can be added from the “Add new record” form by selecting a registered customer and proving a site name.

6. If the site is to have web reporting, one or more log file paths must be provided. Using the browse button, select any log in the directory to be used.  The script will automatically use all .log files in that directory. WebLog Expert allows multiple log paths to be specified in the .pfl file – using a semicolon delimited string. UNC paths to logs on multiple web servers should be fine.

7. The file M76\utilities\utl_setUNCPath.cfm must be modified to provide the full network paths to the Weblog profiles on FSEADM01 and the web report directory on FSEWEB01. These settings are used by all scripts in the module, so they only need to be hard-coded once.

8. A profile is automatically created in Weblog Expert if weblogging is turned on, and deleted if weblogging is turned off, or the website is deleted.  If a customer is deleted, all registered sites are also deleted from the database.  No reports or files are deleted from the web server when a customer or website is deleted from M76.
